Time-Table take precedence over all examination dates and / duration
quoted elsewhere in any other document issued by ZIMSECqun¥ss otherwise
advised officially by the Council in separate corresponden

d) Candidates MUST register for ALL their examinations& e centre. ZIMSEC will
not approve any arrangements for candidatesgih® wish to sit for their
Examinations from multiple examination centreé !l

e) Heads of Examination centres are advise@ to register Candidates beyond
their approved thresholds. Unregister, andidates SHOULD NOT present
themselves for examinations.

f) Incases where a candidate is re &ed for examination papers which are time-
